REFLECT

ASK
Use this time to ask God to provide for your needs and the
needs of your family.

YIELD
This next step does not demand anything! Simply pause and
take a moment to be still and listen to God.

The PRAY method is broken into four
steps, conveniently spelling out the word
PRAY: Praise, Reflect, Ask, and Yield.
